Ovaj broj Revije za socijalnu politiku,
kojim se zaokruzuje 15 godina kontinuira-
nog izlazenja Casopisa, posvecen je Vladi
Puljizu, profesoru i znanstveniku, ute-
meljitelju suvremene socijalne politike u
Hrvatskoj, a u povodu 70-godis$njice nje-
gova zivota i 20-godisnjice djelovanja na
Pravnom fakultetu Sveucili$ta u Zagrebu.
Socijalna politika kao znanstvena disciplina
razvija se u svome punom opsegu u Hrva-
tskoj tek nakon pada socijalizma, odnosno
uvodenja demokratskoga te na trziSnim
nacelima zasnovanoga druStveno-eko-
nomskog poretka. Njezin je razvoj ¢vrsto
vezan uz Studijski centar socijalnog rada
Pravnog fakulteta Sveucili§ta u Zagrebu,
gdje se socijalna politika tijekom 90-ih je-
dino i predaje na sveuciliSnoj razini te uz
casopis Revija za socijalnu politiku, Ciji je
prvi broj izaSao 1994. godine. Predavac so-
cijalne politike, inicijator njezinoga razvoja
na studiju socijalnog rada Pravnog fakulte-
ta, ali i na drugim fakultetima SveuciliSta u
Zagrebu te pokretac i tijekom prvih osam
godina glavni i odgovorni urednik ovoga
Casopisa bio je Vlado Puljiz. Razvoj so-
cijalne politike kao znanstvene discipline
nerazdvojno je, dakle, vezan upravo uz
njegov znanstveni opus.

Ovdje objavljeni radovi Vladi Puljizu
u Cast ili se izrijekom referiraju na njegov
rad, ili na poticaje koji su dolazili te i dalje
dolaze iz njegovog rada. Njih su napisali
dugogodisnji bliski suradnici Vlade Pulji-

ANOTE FROM THE EDITOR

This issue of the Journal of Social Poli-
¢y, marking 15 years of continuous presence
of the journal, is dedicated to Vlado Puljiz,
a professor and a scientist, the founder of
the contemporary social policy in Croatia,
and at the same time marking the 70th anni-
versary of his life and the 20th anniversary
of his presence at the Faculty of Law at the
University of Zagreb. Social policy, as a
scientific discipline, has in Croatia reached
its full scope following the fall of socialism,
or rather, the introduction of the democratic
social and economic order founded on the
market principals. The development of so-
cial policy in Croatia is strongly connected
to the Department of Social Work at the
Faculty of Law, University of Zagreb, the
only institution of higher education where
social policy is thought since. As well, it is
related with the (Croatian) Journal of So-
cial Policy, with its first issue published in
1994. Vlado Puljiz was a professor of social
policy, the initiator of its development at the
Department of Social Work at the Faculty of
Law, but also responsible for social policy
courses at other Faculties of the University
of Zagreb. At the same time, he founded and
for the first eight years acted as the editor
in chief of this Journal. The development of
social policy as a scientific discipline is in-
separably connected to his scientific opus.

The materials published in this issue in
Vlado Puljiz’s honour, either directly refer
to his work or to the incentives that came,
and are still coming from his accomplish-
ments. They were written by Vlado Puljiz’s
and the Journal’s associates of many years:
Z. Pototnjak and I. Vukorepa, A. Skember
and Lj. Marusic, P. Stubbs, N. Zganec, M.
Ajdukovi¢, A. Akrap and I. Cipin, Z. Sulur,
G. BeZzovan and T. Matkovi¢. There were
many other authors who wanted to contri-
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doprinijeti ovom broju, ali zbog razli¢itih
razloga nisu mogli ili uspjeli. Teme koje
autori ovdje obraduju odnose se na funkcio-
niranje novoga mirovinskog sustava u Hr-
vatskoj, utjecaj medunarodnih organizacija
na razvoj socijalne politike Hrvatske, re-
formu sustava socijalne skrbi u Hrvatskoj,
konceptualizaciju socijalnih problema i so-
cijalnih rizika, razlozima odgode ulaska u
brak, socijalnoj sigurnosti i kvaliteti Zivota
starijih osoba, razvoju zaklada te dobnim
i spolnim razlikama u zaposljavanju i ne-
zaposlenosti. Iz pera urednika Casopisa i
autora ovog uvodnika objavljuje se i kra-
tak uvodni tekst o utjecaju Vlade Puljiza
na razvoj socijalne politike u Hrvatskoj, a
kao poticaj detaljnijim buducim studijama
njegova djela. Sve one zainteresirane za
rad Vlade Puljiza upucujemo i na u ovom
broju objavljenu bibliografiju njegovih
radova. Naravno, tu su i druge standardne
rubrike Casopisa.

Osim toga, za sve korisnika Casopisa,
vazna je informacija da smo tijekom je-
seni ove godine unaprijedili na§ OJS
sustav s verzije 2.1.1. na verziju 2.2.2.
koja omogucuje ugodniji rad i potpu-
nu dvojezi¢nost. Od sada svi korisnici
Casopisa sve informacije u uredivackom
postupku i pri pristupu pojedinim ¢lancima
dobivaju isklju¢ivo na odabranom jeziku
(engleskom ili hrvatskom), a jezik na
kojem je rad objavljen jasno je oznacen.
Za tu priliku prilagodili smo i nanovo pre-
veli oko tisuu redaka hrvatske lokaliza-
cije sustava.

Od lipnja 2008. godine Pravni fakul-
tet u Zagrebu registriran je kao ¢lan
CrossRef-a, organizacije za dodjelu di-
gitalnih identifikatora objekata (Digital
Object Identifier - DOI) pomocu kojega
je moguce uspostaviti jedinstvenu iden-
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bute to this issue, but were, due to various
reasons, not able to do so. The issues that
the authors analyse are related to the func-
tioning of the retirement system in Croatia,
the influence of the international organiza-
tions on the development of social policy
in Croatia, the reform of the social welfare
system in Croatia, the conceptualizing of
social problems and social risks, the reasons
for postponing entering marriage, social se-
curity and the quality of life of the elderly,
the development of foundations, and the age
and gender differences in employment and
unemployment. The editor in chief and the
author of this note also contributed with an
introductory text on the influence of Valdo
Puljiz on the development of social policy
in Croatia, as an incentive for a future, in-
depth, study of his work. For all those inte-
rested in the work of Vlado Puljiz we would
like to direct attention to the bibliography
of his work, published in this issue. This
issue is made complete by other standard
Journal sections of the Journal.

On the technical side, in the fall of this
year we upgraded our OJS journal manage-
ment system from version 2.1.1t0 2.2.2. The
currently installed version provides more
comfort in work process in fully bilingual
environment. From now on, all the users
of the Journal web site, whether readers or
contributiors, will be in position to access
all the information about the journal and
content exclusively in their chosen language
(English or Croatian), with the original lan-
guage in which the article is being published
clearly marked. For that occasion we custo-
mized and retranslated over a thousand lines
of Croatian locale of the system.

Starting from June 2008 the Faculty
of Law in Zagreb has been registered as a
member of the CrossRef, an organization
responsible for the assignment of the Di-
gital Object Identifier — DOL. This enabled
us to establish a unique identification of
all the registered material available on the



tifikaciju registrirane mrezno dostupne
grade. Svi prilozi Revije za socijalu poli-
tiku tako su dobili svoje DOI identifikato-
re koji ¢e od tekuéeg broja biti jasno nave-
deni i u tekstu priloga i popisu literature.

Zbog konzistentnog prikazivanja i in-
deksiranja bibliografskih Cestica uveli smo
i manje izmjene u standarde navodenja li-
terature, ¢ime Revija za socijalnu politiku
od ovoga broja u potpunosti slijedi APA
standard. Na dosljedno usvajanje ovoga
$iroko prihvacenog i dobro dokumentira-
nog standarda citiranja ponukala nas je sve
veca prisutnost novih tipova grade za koju
nismo u mogucnosti samostalno donositi
rjeSenja navodenja, te zahtjevi automati-
ziranih servisa za indeksiranje popisa lite-
rature koji moraju biti u mogucnosti sa Sto
manje greSaka prepoznati Cestice u nasim
¢lancima. Od ovoga broja, za uredivanje bi-
bliografskih referenci angaZiran je i stru¢ni
suradnik.

web. Therefore, all the contributions to the
Journal for Social Policy received their re-
spective DOIs, and starting with this issue,
they will be clearly marked in headers of
published articles and listed in their respec-
tive bibliographies. The DOI prefix for the
Journal of Social Policy is: 10.3935/rsp.

With the aim of consistency in presen-
ting and indexing bibliographic items, we
have also introduced small changes to the
citation standards for our journal. The Jour-
nal of Social Policy, starting from this issue,
is thoroughly in compliance with the APA
standard. We were prompted to adopt such
a widely-accepted and well-documented
standard of citation because of the increasing
presence of new types of reference, for whi-
ch we were not able to independently create
quotation solutions, and the requirements of
the automatic bibliography indexing services
which have to be able to parse our biblio-
graphies with as few mistakes as possible. To
that cause, starting from this issue we have
assigned an expert in charge of copyediting
bibliographic references in our journal.
