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RIJEČ UREDNIKA

Broj 1 iz 2002. godine bio je prvi broj 
časopisa koji sam potpisao kao glavni i od-
govorni urednik, dok je ovaj broj (3/2009.) 
posljednji koji potpisujem u tom svojstvu. 
Na svojevrstan način već oblikujemo tradi-
ciju: prvih je osam godina časopis uređivao 
njegov utemeljitelj Vlado Puljiz, dok sam 
ovih osam godina to činio ja. Temeljem 
odluke uredništva, uredničku palicu pre-
dajem novom glavnom i odgovornom ure-
dniku, Zoranu Šućuru.

Osam godina uređivanja časopisa 
možda i nije odveć dugo razdoblje, ali je 
svakako riječ o zaista intenzivnom poslu. 
Dobar časopis traži puno posla. Ne želim 
suditi je li ovih proteklih osam godina 
bilo uspješno, ali intenzivno jest. Često se 
prisjećam nekih svojih inozemnih kolega 
urednika kojima njihovo sveučilište pri-
znaje urednički angažman smanjenjem na-
stavnih obveza. Neka i ovaj uvodnik, sto-
ga, bude apel znanstvenim i sveučilišnim 
vlastima u Hrvatskoj kako za boljim vre-
dnovanjem uredničkog posla, tako i za 
jasno oblikovanim poticajima časopisnoj 
izvrsnosti.

Intenzivnost uredničkog rada u pro-
teklih osam godina ilustrira niz činjenica. 
Nakon što je još za vrijeme prvog ured-
nika časopis svoje međunarodno pozicio-
niranje ostvario 1999. godine referiranjem 
u međunarodnim bazama podataka, je-
dan je od glavnih prioriteta bila daljnja 
međunarodna vidljivost. Ona je nastojala 
biti ostvarena uključivanjem u sve najre-
levantnije međunarodne baze, uključujući 
i prestižnu Social Science Citation Index, 
otvorenim mrežnim pristupom svim obja-
vljenim tekstovima, uvođenjem Open Jour-
nal Systema kao medija uređivanja i obja-
vljivanja časopisa te ulaskom u organizaciju 

A NOTE FROM THE EDITOR

Issue No. 1 from 2002 was the fi rst is-
sue of the journal that I have signed as the 
editor-in-chief, while the one before you 
(3/2009) is the last one I am signing in that 
capacity. We are thus establishing a tradition 
of a kind: for the fi rst eight years, the Journal 
was edited by its founder Vlado Puljiz, while 
I continued to do it for the next eight years. 
Based on the decision made by the Editorial 
Board, I am handing over this offi ce to the 
new editor-in-chief, Zoran Šućur.

Eights years of editing a journal is pe-
rhaps not a very long period, but it is cer-
tainly a truly intensive work. A good journal 
requires a lot of work. I do not wish to judge 
whether these past eight years have been su-
ccessful, but they have certainly been inten-
sive. I often recall some of my fellow editors 
from other countries whose universities reco-
gnise their editorial engagement through the 
reductions of their teaching obligations. Let 
this introduction therefore serve as an appeal 
to the scientifi c and university authorities in 
Croatia, not only for the reappraisal of the 
editorial work, but also for clearly formed 
incentives for the journal excellence.

The intensity of the editorial work in 
the past eight years can be illustrated by 
a series of facts. After the journal realised 
its international positioning in 1999, when 
the fi rst editor was in charge, through in-
dexing in the international databases, one of 
our main priorities has been to increase the 
international visibility. We tried to achieve 
it through the inclusion into all most rele-
vant international databases, including the 
Social Science Citation Index, open Inter-
net access to all published texts, introduc-
tion of Open Journal System as a medium 
of editing and publishing the journal, and 
entering the organisation CrossRef, through 
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CrossRef, čime svim objavljenim tekstovima 
dodjeljujemo digitalne identifi katore (DOI). 
U 2009. godini po prvi je put za naš časopis 
izračunat čimbenik odjeka (impact factor) i 
on iznosi 0,39, što ga u Hrvatskoj svrstava na 
drugo mjesto među društvenim časopisima i 
šesto mjesto računajući časopise svih polja 
znanosti. Sve je to povezanom s glavnim 
izazovom, odnosno nastojanjem podizanja 
kvalitete cjelokupnog uredničko-recen-
zijskog postupka.

Navedene činjenice plod su kolektivnog 
napora. Njih ne bi bilo bez usklađenog i 
požrtvovnog rada izvršnog urednika i svih 
članova uredništva, uredničke tajnice, ad-
ministrativne tajnice, lektora, prevoditelja, 
mrežnog administratora, računovodstva, 
izdavača i fi nancijera, tiskare. Veliki je 
broj pojedinaca i ustanova na ovaj ili onaj 
način vezan uz ovaj časopis i svima sam 
njima neizmjerno zahvalan. Ipak, poseb-
nu zahvalnost dugujem Teu Matkoviću, 
izvršnom uredniku, čije su inovativne ideje 
bitno doprinijele razvoju časopisa.

Konačno, kolektivni napor znači kon-
tinuitet koji polazi od Vlade Puljiza, ute-
meljitelja časopisa, čijem smo djelu po-
svetili broj 3 iz 2008. godine, a koji je u 
2009. godini dobio i državnu nagradu za 
životno djelo iz područja društvenih znano-
sti. Nagrada je povezana s njegovim cjelo-
kupnim djelom, a nadasve s utemeljenjem 
socijalne politike kao znanstvene discipli-
ne u Hrvatskoj, čemu je poseban pečat dao 
ovaj časopis. Kontinuitet se, uvjeren sam, 
nastavlja s novim glavnim i odgovornim 
urednikom. No, kontinuitet ne isključuje 
i novi početak, nove ideje, neopterećenost 
starim rješenjima, a u čemu će novi ured-
nik imati punu podršku staroga / novoga 
uredništva.

which we assign digital identifi ers (DOI) 
to all published texts. In 2009, the impact 
factor of our journal was calculated for the 
fi rst time, and it amounts to 0.39, which 
puts it to the second position among so-
cial sciences journals in Croatia and to the 
sixth position including all scientifi c jour-
nals. All this is connected with the main 
challenge, i.e. the attempt to increase the 
quality of the overall procedure of editing 
and reviewing.

The aforementioned facts are the fruit 
of collective efforts. That would not have 
been possible without the co-ordinated and 
dedicated work of the managing editor and 
all members of the Editorial Board, edi-
torial secretary, administrative secretary, 
copyeditor, translator, web administrator, 
accounting, publisher and sponsors and the 
printing house. A large number of indivi-
duals and institutions is connected with our 
journal one way or another and I am immen-
sely grateful to all of them. Nevertheless, 
I owe special gratitude to Teo Matković, 
managing editor, whose innovative ideas 
have signifi cantly contributed to the deve-
lopment of the journal.    

Finally, collective effort means the conti-
nuity starting from Vlado Puljiz, the founder 
of the journal, to whose work we dedicated 
the issue No. 3 from 2008, and who received 
the national award for life achievement in the 
area of social sciences in 2009. The award 
is granted for his overall work, primarily for 
the foundation of social policy as a scienti-
fi c discipline in Croatia, and this journal has 
left a special imprint on that. I am certain 
that this continuity will be maintained with 
the new editor-in-chief. However, continui-
ty does not exclude a new beginning, new 
ideas, freedom from old solutions, and the 
new editor will have a full support of the 
old/new editorial board in that.
